2. How long will it take?

3. How much will I get?
LPPA will send you a letter confirming your pension benefits. But you can get an estimate by using the online calculators available in your PensionPoint account.

4. Is my pension taxed?
Like any income, your pension will be taxed, depending on the value of the benefits you receive.

5. Have you registered for your online account?
